Preload tuning

If necessary fine tune as follows; no tools are required.

1) Hold right axle end with one hand and turn Micro-Tuner fully
clockwise by hand.

2) Unscrew Micro-Tuner for 1/8 to 1/4 of turn.

3) Repeat preload checking and eventually slightly correct it.
Turn anti-clockwise to increase rolling and stopping smoothness.
Turn clockwise to correct play.

Cleaning Micro-Tuner area.

1) Pull Left-Axle-End and remove it. Fully unscrew Micro-Tuner by hand.

2) Clean all parts (Do not use aggressive solvents).

3) Grease Micro-Tuner thread.

4) Fully screw in Micro-Tuner by hand (check the thin threads engage correctly).

5) Insert left-axle-end.

6) Repeat preload tuning.

Note: once Micro-Tuner is removed the axle can be extracted from the right side.

Warning: you may find thin transparent plastic washers positioned between central bearing and central stopper on axle.
Handle washers carefully and remind to re-install them properly. Washer thickness tunes lip-seal preload and friction.

Cleaning freewheel area.

1) Insert a 5mm hex wrench into left side of the axle.

2) Unscrew Right-Axle-End with a 5mm hex wrench.

3) Pull Cassette-Body and remove it.

4) Clean all parts (do not use aggressive solvents).

Lubrification and reassembly

1) Grease freewheel area with 2cc. of very soft density grease.

2) Inserting cassette body: check the O-r spring and pawls correctly positioned, carefully press pawls one by one and insert
freewheel partially. Check pawls engage ratchet wheel properly, insert completely.

3) Grese threads and tighten Right-Axle-End at 4-5 Nm.

Warning: Use only very soft density grease,

Medium or hard density grease may cause un-complete pawl engagement and this will seriously damage freewheel mechanism.
Chemical additives may affect phisical properties of Lip-Seal, O-ring spring and Bushings.
